Verification of admittance or enroliment from the institution the student is attending or planning to
attend (i.e. letter of acceptance, letter from the registrar, or a transcript.)

A letter of recommendation from an employer, teacher or a respected member of the community.
Do not include your name on the essay.

An essay of 1-2 pages, on Why | choose to be a Democrat. (Personal stories are encouraged.)

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Applicants will be judged on the basis of academic performance, financial need, community and
school activities and honors, and essay submitted.
